Minutes of Regular Board Meeting held 

January 14, 2010
      President Steve Tucker III called the board meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. and noted that a quorum was present.  Members present were: Vice-President David Wuthrich, Secretary LaRee Cowan, Vernon Geis, Jill Dunkel, Tracy Williamson and Pat Buerger.  CD Knobloch, Vance Morris, and Steve Smith were present.  Mr. Beaver gave the invocation. 
     The board went into Executive Session#1 at 7:02 PM to discuss Archer City ISD vs. John Pearson Docket No. 032-LH-1109.   Others present for the executive session were Dennis Eichelbaum, Chuck Smith, John Pearson, and court reporter Shelley K. Eiserloh.  Both attorneys made presentations and then only the seven board members deliberated the information provided.  

     The board reconvened into regular session at 7:58 PM.  Jill Dunkel made the following motion.  “Having examined the record, including the transcript and evidence, and having heard oral arguments presented to the board, I move to adopt the attached Board Decision, including its findings of facts, discussion, conclusions of law, and decision, rejecting and changing the recommendation of the certified hearing examiner as set forth therein, along with the reason and legal basis for the rejection and changes therein, and to immediately terminate John Pearson’s probationary contract.”.  Tracy Williamson seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

     There was no public comment. The board recessed until 8:30 PM.   

David Wuthrich made a motion to approve the minutes of the board meeting held on December 17, 2009.  Vernon Geis seconded the motion and all voted in favor.
     The board received a draft of the District Missions and Goals for 09-10. 

     The board received a draft of technology projects.  Technology projects will be considered for inclusion in the Mission/Goal Statements in February.

     LaRee Cowan made a motion to table any expenditure to rebuild the baseball backstop until information concerning the softball field can be obtained.  Jill Dunkel seconded the motion and all voted in favor.   
     Mr. Knobloch discussed offering a Driver’s Education Program for students and board gave the go-ahead.  Mr. Morris discussed the 7-12 math program and needs. Mr. Beaver discussed board training on the 18th of February and reminded Pat Buerger, Vernon Geis, and Laree Cowan that their position as board member is up for re-election this spring.  Candidates may begin filing on Feb. 8th.  Mr. Beaver received permission to revise student drug testing procedures.  

     The board entered into Executive Session #2 at 10:05 PM to discuss Mr. Beaver’s contract and evaluation.  The board reconvened into regular session at 10:25 PM.  Vernon Geis made a motion to extend Mr. Beaver’s three year contract.  (the contract now ends June 30, 2013) Jill Dunkel seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  
     Mr. Beaver gave a financial report to the board, reviewed the bills and requested approval.  David Wuthrich made a motion to approve the financial report and bills.  Tracy Williamson seconded the motion and all voted in favor.
